The Organism as a Whole

The organism is a single system. In a complex organism, cells and intercellular substance form
tissues, tissues make up organs and organs unite in systems. All the cells, tissues, organs and
systems of organs unite in systems. All the cells, tissues, organs and systems of organs are closely
interconnected and affect each other. The vital activities of the cells, tissues, organs and the whole
organism are based on metabolism. The regulations between the various systems of the organs can
be demonstrated by the coordinated changes in their activities. Intensification of the activity of the
one organ or system of organs is accompanied by the changes in the other systems. For example,
physical work causes metabolism to increase sharply in the muscles. This leads to a coordinated
change in the activity of the cardiovascular, respiratory, excretory and other systems. The
interdependence between the various organs and the entire organism manifests itself in a disease.
Pathological changes in one particular organ affect other systems of organs. The principle of
integrity of the organism implies that the disease of an organ must not be regarded as purely local
disturbance, but as a morbid state of the entire organism.

AIR AND HEALTH

There is accumulating evidence that air pollution is producing harmful effects in man. Many studies
reveal that air pollution may cause reduced visibility, eye irritation and respiratory irritation. Some
medical studies link air pollution with lung cancer, emphysema and other diseases. The severity of
symptoms of illness increases proportionally with concentration of pollutants in the air. The first
effects of air pollutants are likely to lead to discomfort. Though not associated with the development of
disease, even in sensitive groups, these effects are capable of disturbing the comfort of population in
residential or industrial areas. This level is the one at which eye irritation occurs. Also in this category
are levels of pollutants that damage vegetation and reduce visibility. A more serious level of pollutants
or possibly combination of pollutants is likely to lead to insidious or chronic diseases or to significant
alteration of important physiological function in a “sensitive group” such as the aged or sufferers from
chronic respiratory or heart disease. Pollutant would not necessarily be a risk for persons in good
health. But under conditions of intense pollution, this “sensitive group” may die. Three general types
of substances are known to pollute the atmospheres of all industrial environments: chemical,
radioactive and biological. Chemical pollutants are the major concern because of expanding industrial,
automobile and domestic wastes. However, radioactive pollutants add to the total radiation exposure in
both urban and rural air. Biological dusts and pollens likewise may cause effects, especially in persons
who react to them with hay fever, asthma and other allergies.

Organisms can be grouped into three major categories, called domains: (1) Bacteria, (2) Archaea, and
(3) Eukarya. This classification is based on fundamental differences among the cell types that
comprise these organisms. Members of both the Bacteria and the Archaea normally consist of single,
simple cells. Members of the Eukarya have bodies composed of one or more highly complex cells and
are subdivided into four kingdoms: Protista, Fungi, Plantae, and Animalia. There are exceptions to any
simple set of criteria used to characterize the domains and kingdoms, but three characteristics are
particularly useful: cell type, the number of cells in each organism, and the mode of nutrition — that
is, energy acquisition. There are two fundamentally different types of cells: (1) prokaryotic and (2)
eukaryotic. Kariotic refers to the nucleus of a cell; eu means‘true’ in Greek; eukaryotic cells possess a
‘true’, membrane-enclosednucleus. Eukaryotic cells are larger than prokaryotic cells and contain a
variety of other organelles, many surrounded by membranes. Prokaryotic cells do not have a nucleus;
their genetic material resides in theircytoplasm. They are small — only 1 or 2 micrometres long — and
lackmembrane-bound organelles. Pro means ‘before’ in Greek; prokaryotic cells almost certainly
evolved before eukaryotic cells (and eukaryotic cells probably evolved from prokaryotic cells).
Bacteria and Archaea consist of prokaryotic cells; the cells of the four kingdoms of Eukarya are
eukaryotic. All organisms need energy to live. Photosynthetic organisms capture energy from sunlight
and store it in molecules such as sugars and fats. These organisms, including plants, some bacteria, and
some protists, are therefore called autotrophs, meaning ‘self-feeders’. Organisms that cannot
photosynthesize must acquire energy prepackaged in the It can be expected molecules of the bodies of
other organisms; hence, these organisms are called heterotrophs, meaning ‘other-feeders’. Many
archaeans, bacteria, and protists and all fungi and animals are heterotrophs. Heterotrophs differ in the
size of the food they eat. Some, such as bacteria and fungi, absorb individual food molecules; others,
including most animals, eat whole chunks of food and break them down to molecules in their digestive
tracts (ingestion).

After physical examination the physician makes an initial diagnosis which must be confirmed by
laboratory findings before a treatment is decided upon. The most common laboratory procedures are
cardiography, X-ray and ultrasound examination, biopsy and blood and urine testing. Cardiography -
recording graphically the force and form of the heart beat. X-ray examination of inner organs is
performed with short rays of electromagnetic spectrum. The result of it is an X-ray film which shows
the organ pathology. Ultrasound examination of inner organs is performed by means of mechanical
vibrations of very high frequency (above 30 000 Hz). Information is derived from echoes which occur
when a controlled beam of this energy crosses the boundary between adjacent tissues of different
physical properties. Biopsy - excision of tissue from a living body for microscopic examination to
establish a diagnosis.

Medical Education in Great Britain

In Great Britain physicians are trained in either medical schools or faculties of Universities. Entry to a
medical school is highly competitive and usually the number of candidates is much highly than the
number of the places. To enter a medical school in Great Britain candidates must pass entrance
examinations. Entrance examinations are both oral and written. For entrance to a faculty of medicine
or a medical school, it is required that the subjects of chemistry, physics and biology or mathematics
should be taken at the advanced level. Tuition fees are charged. The academic year is divided into 3
terms, each of 10-11weeks” duration. The terms run from October to December, from January to
March and from April to June. Undergraduate education occupies five years, consisting essentially of
two years of basic sciences and three years of clinical work. The two pre-clinical years are occupied by
human anatomy and biology, physiology and biochemistry. They also study physiology, statistics and
genetics. Latin is not taught in all medical schools. English and Latin spelling are similar and it is
possible to write out prescriptions in English too. At the end of each term and after each special course
students take final exams. The final examinations or finals are in Medicine, Surgery, Obstetrics and
Gynecology and Pathology. Finals also include history taking and diagnosing. So three years are spent
in clinical studies to obtain degrees of Bachelor of Medicine and Bachelor of Surgery. These degrees
give the right to register as a medical practitioner.
